Writer’s Statements

Writers make stuff at writer’s workshop.

Writers have to get an idea, think about the paper they need, and how much they need.  

Writers think about their paper choices before choosing paper to write on.

Writers keep themselves organized.  (name, date, # pages, staple, file work) – do one at a time first.   

Writers write letters for many reasons.

When writers are writing letters they have to remember to put a comma behind the greeting and the closing.

Writers can be inspired to write poems about anything in the world.

Writers first have to think of an idea before they can begin to write.

Writers prewrite by sketching and/or writing down their ideas so they don’t forget their thinking.  (beginning, middle, and end)

Writers write about the BIG picture not the play by play.

Writers can zoom in and focus on the most important parts of a story.

Writers stick to their plan once they begin writing.  (Not too BIG!)

When writers are writing a story or book they reread their writing and think about title options.

Writers often choose titles that best show the focus of their story so that the reader has a clear idea about what the story will be about.

Writers create a story that has a clear beginning, middle, and end so that the readers can easily follow their stories.

Writers reread their writing to check punctuation and capitalization so that their writing is clear to the reader.

Writers go back and reread what they have written to make sure that it is clear to the reader.

When writers think they are done, they go back and reread to make sure things look and sound right.  (with a careful eye/ear)

Writers reread their stories to be sure there are no gaps so that the reader will better understand the story.

Writers reread their work after they’ve left it for a period of time to remember where they left off.

Writers start a new paragraph when they write about a new topic so their writing is easily understood.

Writers choose their favorite pieces of writing to publish.  Publish is when you make your writing look its best. (discuss ways you can make your writing look its best and create a rubric together as a group)

Writers create rubrics for themselves so that they can make sure their writing is ready for the readers.

Writers use their rubric to check over their writing to make sure it’s ready for the reader.

Writers replace overused words with more descriptive words to help readers visualize a scene correctly.

Writers add details to their sentences so that the reader can get the most out of their reading.

If writers don’t know how to spell a word they can say it slowly, clap it out, and try their best.  If writers do know it, it is their responsibility to spell it right.  If there is a place in the room with this word you need to use this as a resource.

Writers use resources to help them write. (spelling)

Writers write sentences in complete thoughts. (not fragments)

Writers use a punctuation mark at the end of a complete thought.

Writers use capital letters at the beginning of a sentence.

Nouns are people, places, and things.  Writers capitalize the names of special people, places, and things.

Writers reread their writing to check their grammar so that the writing can be clear to the reader.

Writers use commas in a series when they are listing 3 or more things.

Writers use adjectives to help them describe something in more detail.

A person, place, or thing can own something.  To show ownership writers add ‘s to a word.
