Tips for Volunteering

READING:


· I will have a list each time you come to volunteer of the student’s who need help.
Please pull these students and work with them in the hall.  (I will let you know if they need to work one-on-one or in a small group.)

· Help the child choose a book on their Accelerated Reader Level

-The children know what color dot to look for.

· Have the child read the book to you.  Try not to read the book to them.  

· As the child reads a page, stop them and have them tell you in their own words what they just read.  This will help them to think about what they are reading vs. just reading words.

· If they come to a word they do not know, encourage them to try to decode or figure it out on their own.  These are some helpful tips to decoding unknown words:

1.  Ask the child to tell you the first sound in the word.

2. Ask the child to look for any small words or chunks of sounds that they   

know.

3.  Ask the child to cover up any endings like:  -ed, -ing, -er, -est, etc..

4. After they figure out the word they can add the ending back onto the end of the word.

5. If they try a word that is not correct, ask them “Does that make sense?”

6. Ask the child to re-read the sentence to see if they can get any “clues” 

from the book to help them figure out the word.

7. Once they figure out the word, ask them to re-read the sentence to 

ensure they understand what they just read.

8. If they cannot get the word on their own after trying some of these tips then you may give them assistance.

· After they read the book to you, have them tell you what happened in the book and ask them specific questions. (Make sure they re-tell the story in order.)  

· You may send the child back in, and they will take their Accelerated Reader test when it is their turn.
